2. There is lightning and/or thunder in the area. If these
conditions prevail for 30 minute periods and there is no
sign of clearing weather, the Water Park shall be
closed.

3. There are 20 or less swimmers in the Water Park. This
condition would prevail if the weather is such that it
may tend to discourage additional persons from
swimming.

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Water Park Rentals
